COLDWATER CITY COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING
Monday November 8, 2021, at 7:00 p.m.
     
  The governing body of the City of Coldwater met in regular session, after cancelling the October meeting, with the following present: Mayor Penny Bruckner presiding, Council members Renee Blasi, Mike Bushnell, Robert Cardoza, Cleta Lampe, and Ashta Rosson, City Attorney Charley Herd, Public Works Director Danny Shaw, Co-Lake Managers Don & Debbie Dutton, Chief of Police Devon Duffield and filling in for City Clerk Kristal Sherman, Assistant City Clerk Melissa McGuire.
Visitors:  Chris Bruckner.

Mayor Bruckner called the regular council meeting to order, Assistant City Clerk Melissa McGuire conducted roll call.  Minutes from the September meeting were approved as written, motion by Renee, seconded by Robert and all voted Yes.  (The October meeting was canceled).
Mayor Bruckner announced anyone that was here for public comment has 5 minutes each to talk to the council and would appreciate them keeping to the 5 minute time limit.

Lynda Cooley was on the agenda but did not come to the meeting.
City Attorney Charley Herd spoke about the Haviland Broadband and stated he had emailed Diana Thompson in mid-October regarding Section 7, to possibly amend the 15-year contract and had noted there was a clause that either party could terminate at six months.  Charley also referred to a compensation clause and referred to Southern Pioneer as a precedent, where the city was allowed to renegotiate at five years.  At this writing, Charley had received no response.  City Attorney Charley Herd asked the council to go into executive session to discuss acquisition of real estate and have Danny Shaw included.  Ashta made a motion the council go into executive session with the City Attorney for 30 minutes, seconded by Cleta and everyone voted Yes.  After returning to open session, no decisions were made.  Lastly, City Attorney Charley Herd submitted a letter of resignation to the council effective January 1, 2022.  Mike made a motion to accept the resignation of the City Attorney effective January 1, 2022, Robert seconded and all voted Yes.
Public Works Director Danny Shaw advised the council present he had found pricing for new lock and keys for the shooting range in the amount of $189.00.  Ashta made a motion to purchase the above lock and keys at the price of $189.00, Cleta seconded and all voted Yes  
Lake Co-Managers Don and Debbie Dutton reported that they would like to meet with the Lake Committee (Mike and Renee) fairly soon to iron out the details of the Lake Seasonal Camper Lease Agreement.  Mike and Renee agreed to meet with Don and Debbie in the next week or so in order to have the lease agreement reviewed by the city attorney.  Penny is to send suggestions and changes to Charley before the next meeting as, in the past, the new leases have been sent out shortly after the first of the year.  Don also reported on someone hot-rodding around at the lake.  Debbie thanked the council present for another good year and advised they would be at the December meeting.   
Chief of Police Devon Duffield advised the council present of his medical progress and that he should be back to work before the December meeting.  He has been able to increase his physical therapy.  During his convalescence he has been taking CEU classes to keep his required hours up.  He also advised he has been starting the city police vehicle daily or every-other-day to keep the electrical systems charged up.  His next medical checkup is December 8, 2021.  

Bills in the amount of $288,681.59 (two months’ worth of bills) were presented for payment. Renee made a motion to pay the bills as presented, seconded by Ashta and all voted Yes.

There was no unfinished or old business presented, however, Cleta had new business to discuss.  She addressed the Police Chief on a matter of chickens in town straying onto a neighbors’ property destroying very sentimental garden plantings and another neighbor who had complaints of chicken poo on her porch.  Devon mentioned he had previous run-ins with the chickens’ owner.  Devon advised the council present that the miscreant chickens need to be photographed on three separate occasions with a date and timestamp on the photos.  Renee mentioned she had photos from July 1st.  Devon thought the fine was around $100 per chicken.  Devon will visit with Danny about how to proceed with code enforcement, since Devon is not currently “on the job.”  
 
With no other business presented, Cleta made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:10 p.m., seconded by Renee and all voted Yes.
